« Fireshield® TimberOne Topcoat provides a sealing coat to protect the
TimberOne intumescent basecoat.

« All timber surfaces must be coated with the correct film thickness as
scheduled to achieve the required Group Surface rating.

«  Therecommended 100um wet film thickness can be achieved in one
coat with an airless spray unit.

Sequence of required coatings for standard dry interior zone installation:
1. Fireshield® TimberOne.

2. Fireshield® TimberClear Top Coat Matt or Semi Gloss.

PRIMERS/STAINS
Not reccommended for use with any primers or stains.

TOPCOATS
Fireshield® TimberOne is only compatible with Fireshield® TimberOne
Top Coat matt or semi-gloss provided by Fireshield.

MAINTENANCE

APPLICATION METHOD
Airless Spray

Airless spray is the recommended method of application and gives
the best result.

Pump flow rate 5 litres per minute e.g Wagner/Graco MkV

Hose Diameter Dedicated hoses not below 3/8”

Orifice size range of 511 to 517 tip size.
Choose appropriate fan width depending
upon substrate) to be coated 30° - 60°

Optional: Can be used in colder con-
ditions to maintain product at room
temperature to a maximum of +30°C.
